Ohio Animal Report

Project Due: Friday February 25, 2010

Students are learning about Ohio animals.  They have chosen an animal to research and will be starting their investigation in computer class. Students will continue to work on the report and picture in science class.

The project will consist of three major parts:  An information sheet, drawing of an animal in its habitat and a visual aid.  The information sheet and drawing will be glued to the inside of a file folder (provided in class).  The project will then be displayed standing up with the visual aid in front of the file folder.  Example:  A project done on a Blue Jay will contain a neatly written information sheet, a colored drawing of a blue jay in a tree and a visual aid.  Visual aids for this animal could be:  bird’s nest, clay model of bird, small shoebox with a woodland scene and a blue jay in a tree, etc.  Please help your child decide on a visual aid.

Projects will be graded on the following:

Complete and neatly written or typed information sheet

Colored drawing of animal in habitat

Visual aid present

Overall appearance (Neatly done, creativity, effort)
